About us

E E The Accreditation Body of Serbia (ATS) is a national

accreditation body in the Republic of Serbia, which was
established by the Republic of Serbia in accordance with
the Decision on the Establishment of the Accreditation
Body of Serbia (,Official Gazette of the RS”, No. 96/06
and 79/2021), to carry out the activities referred to in
Articles 3 and 8 of the Law on Accreditation (,Official
Gazette of the RS”, No. 73/2010, 47/2021) for which the
founder’s rights are exercised by the Government. ATS
is the only body in the Republic of Serbia entrusted with
the performance of accreditation activities by the Law
on Accreditation.
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The Law on Accreditation regulates the accreditation,
position and work of the National Accreditation Body in the
Republic of Serbia, as well as other issues of importance
for accreditation. In doing business with foreign countries,
ATS, in addition to its name in Serbian, can also use the
name in English: ,Accreditation Body of Serbia (ATS)".

WHAT IS ACCREDITATION?

Accreditation is a way to establish trust in the market of
products and services becauseitrepresentsanindependent
and impartial assessment of the competence of bodies
that perform testing, calibration, control, certification,
proficiency testing or verification and validation.

Proving conformity with the requirements of
regulations, standards and contractual technical
specifications is a prerequisite for achieving
competitiveness in the market. In this process, it is
extremely important to use the services of competent
and technically qualified laboratories, inspection
bodies, certification bodies, proficiency testing
providers and verification and validation bodies,
which ensures confidence in the performed testing,
calibration, inspection, certification, proficiency
testing, verifications and validations.

It is the procedure by which the national accreditation
body determines whether the conformity assessment
body (CAB) fulfills the requirements for the performance
of certain conformity assessment activities, which are
established in the relevant Serbian, i.e. international and
European harmonized standards, and when applicable,
all additional requirements defined for certain areas,
including the requirements established in the relevant
sectorial schemes for conformity assessment.

in their work, as well as the fulfillment requirements for
competence and consistent work in the assessment and
accreditation of CABs.

ATS conducts all its activities in accordance with the
requirements of the specified standard and the rules and
documents of European and international accreditation
organizations (EA, ILAC and IAF). ATS applies the concept
of risk and opportunity management, in such a way that
all activities are carried out smoothly, independently,
impartially and competently by all participants in the
accreditation process, with consultation and advice with
the appropriate interested parties, on issues affecting
impartiality, including openness and perception public.

The goals of ATS are: maintaining an established and
efficient management system that meets both the
needs of ATS and the needs of all interested parties
participating in the development of the accreditation
system in the Republic of Serbia; maintenance of
signed multilateral agreements, within EA, ILAC and
IAF as well as their extension to new schemes/types of
accreditation; improvement of the accreditation system
in the Republic of Serbia.

Full cooperation of all interested parties, subordination
with state administration bodies, cooperation with
accreditation bodies of other countries, work on raising
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awareness of the importance of accreditation, as well
as a permanent review of the work of ATS and constant
improvement of the accreditation system, are indicators
of the realization of the Quality Policy of ATS, and success
shall be evaluated by those who use our services.

ADVANTAGES AND BENEFITS OF ACCREDITATION

Different interested parties realize different advantages
by granting, i.e. by obtaining accreditation:

e accredited bodies for conformity assessment,
because accreditation guarantees raising the level
of organizational and technical competence of
calibration and testing laboratories and medical
laboratories, as well as inspection and certification
bodies and proficiency testing (PT providers);

the state, because accreditation is an internationally
recognized tool for ensuring trust in the work of
institutions authorized and notified by the state
for conformity assessment (testing, calibration,
inspection and certification), in order to protect
public interests and increase reliability in making
appropriate decisions. Accreditation is a measure
to establish trust in the market of products and
services and an element of the quality infrastructure
of a country, which, connected to the European
and international community, ensures recognition,
acceptance and recognition of the assessment of
conformity requirements for products outside the
country’s borders;

the economy, because accreditation ensures reliable
testing and measurements, increases the reliability
of decision-making based on those testing and
measurements, reduces fees, and product defects
and helps in decision-making and risk assessment.

EA was established as the official European accreditation
infrastructure in accordance with Regulation (EC)
No. 765/2008 of the European Parliament and of the
Council from 09.07.2008 establishing a legal framework
for accreditation throughout Europe. This Regulation
provides that each Member State shall appoint a single
national accreditation body that the government shall
entrust with the operation of accreditation as a public
authority activity and grant it formal recognition in
accordance with the requirements of international
standards in both the private and public sector.

The most important regional international organizations
governing accreditation globally are - the International
Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation - ILAC in the field
of laboratory and inspection body accreditation and the
International Accreditation Forum - IAF in the field of
certification body accreditation and newly established

organization Global Accreditation Cooperation Incorporated.

27 YEARS SINCE THE FOUNDATION OF ATS

2025 is the year in which ATS celebrates its 27th
birthday, considering that it was founded in 1998 as the
Yugoslav Accreditation Body (JUAT), by the Regulation
on the Formation of the Yugoslav Accreditation Body.
From 1998 to 2000, JUAT performed accreditation work
as a peer state body within the then Federal Ministry for
Development, Science and Environment of the Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia. The first accreditation was
granted on 28.06.2000, and ATS Statute defines this
date as the Accreditation Day in the Republic of Serbia.
In the period from 2000 to 2003, JUAT worked as a peer
body outside the ministries. From June 2003 to June
2006, JUAT became the Accreditation Body of Serbia
and Montenegro and is part of the Ministry of Internal
Economic Relations of Serbia and Montenegro.

The decision on the establishment, adopted by the
Government of the Republic of Serbia, gives the
accreditation body the status of a legal entity, i.e. an
independent and non-profit organization in accordance
with the Law on Accreditation (,Official Gazette of SCG”,
